EZ-EFI Update Utility - EZupdater_03

Overview

If you have an EZ-EFI system that was purchased in 2010 or earlier, you may not have the current base tune. To check, select INFO from the ADV OPTIONS section in the handheld. If the "ECU" number is less than 03, you have an older tune. If you already see ECU 03, your ECU is up to date and there is no need to read further.

The EZupdater_03 update utility can be used to update the tune to the current spec as shipped in latest ECUs. Most of the changes affect cold start and warm up and will tend to make those leaner. It also improves the off idle tip-in stumble that some people have been experiencing.

You can reset the ECU if you like. But it is not required. The updater will not affect any learning that has already occurred. Nor will it affect any of the adjustments you may have made through the ADV OPTIONS section in the handheld.

Installation and Use

• Save the zip file to a PC.

• Unzip the contents into a folder.

• Use the setup.exe that gets placed in that folder to install the updater.

• Connect the communications cable to the PC instead of to the handheld. (You may need a USB serial adapter if there isn't a serial port available on the PC)

• Power on the ECU.

• Open the EZupdater_03 program through the Windows start menu.

• Select the COM port you are using. (USB-serial adapters can require some tinkering. You may

need to use the Windows Device Manager to assign them to a different COM port and then try

using the updater again. Some adapters have needed to have the "Flow control" setting in Device

Manager changed to "Hardware".)

• Click on the Update button. You should very briefly see "Updating unit, do not interrupt..."

followed by "Update Complete". If you click on Update again, you will immediately see "This unit has already been updated." If "This unit has already been updated" is the only message you ever see, you will probably need to tinker with the USB-serial adapter as mentioned above. Or use a PC with a built in serial port.

• Power off the ECU. Leave it off for at least 10 seconds.

• Connect the handheld, power on the ECU and go to the INFO screen. If you see ECU 03, the

update was successful.
